BIBLE READING

BIBLE PASSAGE: Revelation 21:1-5

1 And | saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first heaven and the first earth were passed away;
and there was no more sea.

2 And | John saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down from God out of heaven, prepared as a
bride adorned for her husband.

3 And | heard a great voice out of heaven saying, Behold, the tabernacle of God is with men, and he
will dwell with them, and they shall be his people, and God himself shall be with them, and be their God.
4 And God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes; and there shall be no more death, neither sorrow,
nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain: for the former things are passed away.

LESSON OUTLINE 1: BIBLICAL SNAPSHOT

A. The New Jerusalem is the believersa?? final abode &4?? made possible through Goda??s miraculous
intervention and re-creation (Revelation 21:2-3,5)

i. It is a city of pure gold (Revelation 21:18) having gates made with pearls, and the street of the city laid
in gold, like transparent glass (Revelation 21:21).

ii. The glory of God supplies the light in this city so there is no need for the sun or candle and there is
no night there (Revelation 21:23; 22:5).

iii. It is an abode for overcomers (Revelation 2:7; 3:21).

iv. There is no dull moment in this city as it is filled with rejoicing and shouts of praise (Revelation
19:1,3)

v. All tears shall be wiped away by God and there shall be no more death, pain, crying, or sorrow
(Revelation 21:4).

vi. It is a city without temples because God and the Lamb are the temples thereof (Revelation 21:22).
B. Saints shall see the face of Jesus (Revelation 22:4
I. They shall sit on thrones in this city (Revelation 22:5c).

ii. It is so majestic, that it is a place of Goda??s throne (Revelation 22:3).



iii. It is a place where the righteous shall shine like the sun (Matthew 13:43).

ii. After this, believers are expected to do away with the works of the flesh and sin a?? uncleanness,
fornication, inconvenient jesting, covetousness, idola-try, etc. (Galatians 5:19-21; Ephesians 5:3-5).

iii. Lay aside every weight, and focus on Jesus Hebrews 12:1-2).

i. Whose garments are spotless in this world of sin (Ecclesiastes 9:8; Revelation 16:15)
ii. Who have refused to love the perverted and corrupt world system (1 John 2:15-17).
iii. Who are diligent and blameless in their walk with Jesus (2 Peter 3:14).
